	· They must be out. There aren’t any lights on.

· She must have a lot of money. She drives a Porsche.
Opposite: They can’t (mustn’t) be out. The lights are on.
	· when you are sure something is true.


	· They’re usually followed by “be”, although can be used with other verbs.

	
	may / might
	· She’s not at home. She may be working.

· He hasn’t written. He may not have my address.

· His phone’s switched off. He might be on the plane now.

· She might not like that skirt.

Common mistake: He’s speaking Spanish. He can (may / might) be Spanish or South American.
	· when you think something is possibly true.
	

	
	can’t
	· He can’t be ill. I saw him at the gym.

· They can’t be Italian. They’re speaking to each other in Spanish.
	· when you are sure something is impossible / not true.
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
