To talk about a possible or imaginary situation in the present or the future (which is the condition) and the consequences (or the result) of it:
· que podrían tener lugar pero es poco probable que lleguen a término (If I won the lottery …); 

· para expresar situaciones imaginarias (If I could come back in another life, I would …). En estos casos incluso podemos prescindir de la “if clause” y utilizar sólo “would / wouldn’t + infinitive”, e.g. My ideal holiday would be a week in the Bahamas, or I’d never buy a car as big as yours.;

· para dar un consejo, siempre empieza If I were you …, (but never say If I was you).
