	·2 or more syllables

	
	John is not as tall as Mary.

My test is less difficult than yours.

	
	Irregular: good > better, bad > worse, far > further.

	Adverbs

(to compare actions)
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	You drive more slowly than me.
	·2 syllables cons.+y: slowly>slowlier / more slowly

	
	John does not drive as fast as Sam.

	
	Irregular: well > better, badly > worse, hard > harder.
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(often used with the present perfect)

My dog is the biggest in the building.

Irregular: good > best, bad > worst, far > furthest.
