	You should take warm clothes with you to Seattle. It might be cold at night. (advice)

I think the government should do something about unemployment. (opinion)

You should talk to your teacher about the problem. (I think it’s a good idea, see “must”)

You should take an umbrella with you. = You ought to take an umbrella with you.
	· to give advice or express opinion.

·not as strong as “must / have to”.

· only should / shouldn’t (= ought to / ought not to)

	
	shouldn’t / ought not to (+ infinitive)
	You shouldn’t spend so much time on the computer. Your eyes will hurt you. (advice)

I think you shouldn’t spend so much money on clothes. It’s irresponsible. (opinion)

You shouldn’t go now. = You ought not to go now.

	have to (+ infinitive)
	I have to wear a shirt and tie at work. (rule in this company)
You have to wear a seatbelt in a car. (law on roads)
	·for general or external obligations (rules, laws).

	
	must (+ infinitive)
	I must buy a new jacket – this one is too old now (my own decision)
You must talk to your teacher about the problem. (I think it’s very important you do this, see “should”)
	·for specific (1 occasion) or personal obligations (decisions).

· strong recommendations.

	NO OBLIGATION / NO NECESSITY
	don’t have to
	You don’t have to pay for the tickets. They’re free.

You don’t have to drive – we can get a plain. (not necessary)
	·lack of obligation or necessity.

	PROHIBITION
	mustn’t (+ infinitive)
	You mustn’t drink that soda – it’s for the party.

You mustn’t drive along this street. (against the law)
	·prohibition (against the law).
