	- With a plural noun and verb.

- In the expressions (all day, all night, all the time, etc).
- In the expression all (of) the (this can be replaced by a possessive pronoun).

- Not + all

- As a pronoun at the beginning of the sentence.

*All is not used as a single-word object. We use everything.

	E.g. All students came to the meeting.

e.g. I’ve worked all day.

e.g. All (of) the tickets were sold.

All (of) my friends have a Facebook account.
e.g. Not all my friends have a Facebook account.

e.g. All I need is love/ All I need is 600€.

e.g. Tell me all. ✗
Tell me everything.✓

	Some
	- We usually use some with a plural noun and verb, we can say some of the, but not some with not.

	E.g. Some students are expected to pass the exam.
e.g. Some of the papers were given in class.

	No, none
	· No

- Use no with a singular noun or a plural noun.

- If there is another negative word we use any (not no).
· None

- Use none of the + noun, or none on its own.

-Do not use no of…or no the…
Use none at all, or not one, or not a… to add emphasis.
	e.g. No students / no student arrive on time for the last lesson

e.g. I didn’t see any of your friends at the meeting.

e.g. None of the guests are/ is here yet.

(A verb in singular is also possible)

e.g. How many people were skiing?None at all/ Not one/ Not a single one.

	Each, every
	- The meaning of each/ every, is similar, they are followed by a singular noun.
- We use each when we think of the members of a group separately.

- Each is often used with one/ each of/ each can be used after the subject or at the end of the sentence.
- We use every when we think about all the members of a group together.
	e.g. Each/ every person was wearing a coat.
e.g. She talked to each person in the room.

e.g. Each one was wearing a coat/ e.g. Each of you can carry a thing/ My mother gave my cousin and I 20$ each.
e.g.  Every gift was wrapped with a different colour paper.

	Both, either, 
neither
	· Both + plural noun + plural verb
· Refers to two things and means one and the other.

· Either + singular noun/verb

· Means ‘this one and the other one’.

· When used with end or side means ‘both’.
· Either of + the +plural noun= 

Either + zero article + sing noun.
· Neither
· Means ‘not this one or the other one’.
	e.g. Both people / both of the people were wearing coats.
e.g. You’re wearing blue and white. Either colour matches your dress.

e.g. There are cars on every side of the street.

e.g. Either of the copies/ either copy will be useful to study this unit.

e.g. Neither colour matches your dress/ neither of these copies will be useful.
