What is the medicine’s name?


A You have a strong headache. You go to a pharmacy to ask for some medicine. Ask the chemist what does he/she recommends you. Say that you have some allergies, so ask for a different medicine. Ask the chemist about another pain that you have and ask for a medicine for it. Ask when you should take all the medicine, and what amount. Ask for price. He/She will recommend you to go to see a doctor and will give you directions to the nearest one.

B You are a chemist and work at a pharmacy. Welcome a customer who has a strong headache. Recommend him/her what to take. Hw/She tells you that he/she is allergic to it, so change the medicine. He will ask you about another pain, offer him/her medicine for it. Tell him/her when to have the medicine, and the amount. Say price. Recommend him/her to go to see a doctor.
