7B Role Play: "Talking to a friend about a member of your family".

A. Think about a member of your family who is alive (a parent, uncle, aunt, grandparent, etc.). Talk about him/her to your friend. B. Where does she live?

A. Now, she lives in Cadiz and she’ll come to Ceuta next weekend.
B. Really? I haven’t been to Cadiz since I was a teenager, but next summer I want to go to Cadiz with my boyfriend.

A. What a good idea. If I were you, I would go to visit a beach called Tarifa. 

     Last summer, I went there for one week, and after that I think that it is worth a visit    because it’s the most beautiful beach I’ve ever seen.

 B. How long has Laura lived in Cadiz?
A. She has lived there for ten years.

B. Why does she live there?

A. She went to live to Cadiz when she left the high school, because she wanted to study to become a teacher there. 

B. Has she finished studying yet?

A. Yes, she left university five years ago.
B. What did she do after she left university?
A. When she left the university, she looked for a job and she found a good one quickly. 
B. Really? That is great!

    Where does she work?
A. She works at a Primary School called Mare Nostrum. 

B. How long has he worked there?
A. She has worked there for five years, since she left university.

B. Fantastic! I think that she is very lucky. 

A. Yes, I think so. 

B. Is she married?
A. No, she isn’t. She is single and she doesn’t have a boyfriend.

B. Oh, I have a cousin who is single too and he is looking for a partner. 
 Shall I invite my cousin to go to the cinema with us?
A. Yes, you can.

B. They might get on well and maybe fall in love. 

     What do you think about this?

A. Maybe, but tell me. What is his name?
B. His name is Mark. 

A. How old is he?

B. He is twenty-nine.
A. Where was he born?

B. He was born here, in Ceuta. But now, he lives in Cadiz, and he is going to Ceuta next weekend to visit his parents.
A. How long has he lived in Cadiz?
B. He has lived in Cadiz for seven years.
A. Why does he live there?

B. He lives there because he works there. 
A. What does he do?

B. He is a doctor. 
A. A doctor? Where did he study?

B. He studied at the University of Granada, so he lived there for five years. 

     And now he works in a Hospital, in Tarifa.
A. How long has he worked in that Hospital?

B. He has worked at the hospital since he finished studying. 
A. Really? He is very lucky!
B. Yes, I think so.

     When he finished studying, he looked for a job and he found a good one. 

     He has worked in that hospital for two years.
A. Has he ever been married?
B. Yes, he was married but now he is divorced.  
A. How long was he married?

B. He was married for two years.
A. Why did he break up?

B. I don’t know, but I think that he was very young when he got married. 
A. Does he have any children?

B. No, he doesn’t, but I think that he really likes children. 
A. Really? I believe the same about my cousin Laura. 

    And, tell me. What is he like?
B. He is hard working, optimistic and very friendly.

A. What does he look like? 

B. He is tall and slim; I think that he is very handsome too. 

     He has short, dark and curly hair. She usually wears smart clothes. 
A. What does he like?

B. He likes reading books and going to the cinema but I think that he really likes doing all kinds of sports, moreover/furthermore/besides, and his favourite sport is playing tennis. 

A. Really? How long has he played tennis?

B. He has played tennis since he was a child. He has played tennis for about twenty years, I think.
A. Fantastic! I think that playing tennis is very fun. 

     And, my cousin Laura has played tennis for a long time too. 
     I think that maybe they can fall in love. 

B. I think so. My cousin Mark might be your cousin Laura’s type. 

A. Another thing. Does Mark smoke?

B. No, he doesn’t smoke. But, He smoked for five years when he was a teenager.
     Why do you ask it?
A. Because, it is very important that Mark doesn’t smoke, because my cousin Laura hates smoking and being at smoking places. 
B. Don’t worry; I am sure that they will get on well. 
A. Ok, Then I see you and Mark next weekend.

     What will you wear/are you going to wear?

B. Oh, I am not sure.

     I might wear a dress, but maybe it will rain.

     What do you think?

A. I think that wearing a dress is a good idea. You’ll look fantastic. 

     But, if I wear you, I would wear a jacket too. 

B. Yes, I think so, but I don’t have any jacket to wear with that dress. 

     Maybe, I’ll wear blue jeans and a sweater. 

A. Ok, wear blue jeans and sweater then. You’ll look fantastic too. 

B. And, listen, I might wear boots or trainers. What do you think is better?

A. I think that you should wear boots, because they are more elegant than trainers.

B. Ok, I’ll wear boots. See you next weekend to go to the cinema.
