If the indirect object is a long phrase, we normally use to or for:
· He showed his ticket to the policeman standing by the door.
· He kept something to eat and drink for all the people who arrived late.


If the indirect object is a noun and comes before the direct object, we leave out the preposition "for" or "to": He bought her some flowers, NOT He bought for her some flowers; I gave him my key, NOT I gave to him my key. (Don't get confused, as you have seen before, you can also say: He bought some flowers for her; I gave my key to him.)
